ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1. Boats may be entered by a crew who are a financial member of their class association.

3.2. Eligible boats must submit entries via this Trybooking link with the required fee.

VENUE and RACING AREA

Cairn Curran SC on the waters of Cairn Curran Reservoir in the vicinity of CCSC.

THE COURSES

Courses will be described in the sailing instructions and on the Course Board at CCSC at the Information Sessions.

SCORING
10.1. The low point scoring system, RRS Appendix A4.1 will apply.

10.2. Fireballs: One (1) race is required to constitute a series.
10.3. Finns: Three (3) races are required to constitute as series.

10.4. Each boat's series score shall be the total of her race scores, excluding her worst score once 5 races are
completed.

SUPPORT PERSONS

Support persons who are not CCSC members will be granted honorary membership on regatta days and are required to
abide by the Rules and Codes of CCSC and Australian Sailing.

SUPPORT BOATS

Team Managers, Coaches, and other support Personnel shall keep more than 50 metres clear of any competitor or mark of
the course between the preparatory signal and the finish of the last boat in a race, except in boats provided by the
organising authority or when asked to assist by the Race Committee.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

Except in an emergency, a boat that is racing shall not make voice or data transmissions and shall not receive voice or data
communication that is not available to all boats.

PRIZES

14.1. Prizes will be determined by the relevant class association based on number and/or type of entrants.

14.2. Additional trophies will be awarded at the discretion of the organizer and/or class association.
